· Excellent Communication Skills;
· Coaching experience within the Sport;
· Certification: 
Must be certified Level 2 or be willing to acquire Level 2 under the National Coaching Certification Program or CBET equivalent in the sport in which they will coach. Please check Team Saskatchewan website for minimum certification for your respective sport. They must be willing to adhere to the Team Saskatchewan code of conduct. Coaches must be prepared to accept the duties that accompany a coach of Team Saskatchewan.
· Certification: in the Aboriginal Coaching Manual
· Additional technical qualifications in the sport of representation are an asset;
· Ability to commit to travel and evening and weekend work
· Provide training and competition opportunities for their sport
· C.P.R. and first aid is an asset.
· Visit website for specific roles and responsibilities of coach.
The time commitment required by Coaches will be extensive through out the process and should be taken into consideration when applying.
