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Media and Communications 

Early on in the development of the Initiative a press release was prepared and delivered to the
media for clarification of the purpose of the Youth Gang Awareness Initiative known as the Alter-
Natives to Non-Violence. 

As a result of the press release, combined with activities associated with planning for commu-
nity consultations and the youth camp, Vice Chief Lawrence Joseph responded to 20 media
requests for interviews from television, radio, newspapers and magazines.14 The response to
the FSIN activities was a strong indication of the media interest in gangs and youth. It also
heightened our awareness of the manner which youth are represented in the media.  

The Initiative has since produced a logo, which also serves as a teaching tool for presentations
to groups of youth or organizations. This logo has been applied to tee shirts and vests that are
sold at cost and has raised awareness and promoted the goals of the Initiative. Since then the
logo has become the symbol that represents FSIN Youth Justice section.
